Haynes Park          
I recently raised an issue with Havering 
Council in response to a concern raised by a 
local resident regarding the general upkeep of 
Haynes Park.  Happy to share the email below 
with detail of their response: 

Dear Councillor Perry
Thank you for your email regarding 
improvement to the look and feel of Haynes 
Park.
In relation to the shrubs and hedgerows, the 
Parks Development Officer has advised that 
the shrubs chosen to be planted are specific 
varieties which need less intense management 
and are also more drought resistant, to negate 
the need to use large amounts of water.  This 
does mean that there may not be a surge of 
colour all the time, however, there is colour in 
these beds at various times during the year.  
With regard to the general maintenance of the 
grass areas, our Environment Maintenance 
staff are working hard to cut the grass as 
quickly as possible without compromising on 
the quality of the cut.  There has been delays 
this season due to the amount of rain we have 
experienced.  A lot of areas sat wet for a long 
period of time and our machines were unable 
to cut the grass without causing damage. The 
wet weather coupled with the subsequent

Refuse 
Collections     
Following the article in last 
month’s Bulletin, a number of 
roads whose collection should 
have been on a Thursday, were 
not collected until the following 
Monday.
We chased the Council on this 
and whilst a number of residents 
including me went to the tip, this 
is far from satisfactory.  Please 
note the following that came 
back from the Council. We will 
continue to monitor this.

Dear Cllr Ower,
Serco continue to experience 
driver shortages, and whilst it 
appears the household collections  
are on track for completion 
today, the situation can change 
overnight.  I can say that they have 
been actively recruiting drivers, 
however it is fair to say that they 
are regularly being “outbid” by 
other non-waste companies where 
HGV drivers are concerned, with 
a similar situation happening in 
neighbouring boroughs and many 
others elsewhere.  Regarding last 
week’s collections, they were not 

completed on Thursday, but the 
crew were issued with the work on 
Friday, with the expectation that 
they were to complete that work 
first thing.  Last week’s further 
delay is therefore considered to be 
a crew issue, rather than a whole 
service issue, and the appropriate 
investigation is being undertaken 
by their supervisor.  Should 
work not be fully completed 
on Thursday as scheduled, the 
relevant crews will be instructed to 
clear it the next day as a priority, 
and a message will be placed on 
the website instructing residents to 
leave the waste out.

Hedges and 
Trees     
In the spring and summer 
months, Councillors are regularly 
contacted about overgrown 
bushes, hedges and trees that are 
obstructing pavements. Havering 
Council will prune any that are on 
public or council owned land, but 
many are growing from private 
gardens.

It should be remembered that 
residents are responsible for 
ensuring foliage from their own 
gardens does not cause problems 
to pedestrians and vehicles, and 
the Council will contact them if 
a complaint is made. In extreme 
cases, enforcement action can be 
taken.

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what they were doing in advance.  
Havering’s Director of Public 
Health, Mark Ansell, provided us 
with the following information:
Calls are being made by Council 
staff on behalf of local GPs. The 
Clinical Commissioning Group 
has shared names and contact 
details of registered patients aged 
50+ who haven’t previously had 
one or both doses of vaccine but 
who aren’t recorded as having 
formally declined. No further 
information about medical 
history has been shared.
Using Council staff enables 
NHS colleagues to focus on 
vaccination itself. These calls 
aren’t necessarily welcomed, 
particularly by residents who 
actively do not want vaccination, 
but we can at least ensure that 
this is recorded by their GP.
Whilst local Councillors 
appreciate this work is 
worthwhile, we would have 
expected Havering Council to 
publicise what they were doing 
before they started, so that there 
was less likelihood of residents 
misunderstanding the nature of 
such calls.

Damaged 
Pavements 
– Parking 
Exemptions        
There has been a huge amount 
of building work taking place 
locally which has given rise to a 
number of queries.  Please see the 
following information obtained 
from the Council.  I hope this 
assists. 
Dear Councillor Ower, 
Thank you for your enquiry in 
relation to fines for builder and 
parking exemptions.
Parking waivers can be used by 
a removal company, builder or 
contractor to suspend a parking 
bay for their use.  They allow all 
day parking in restricted areas 
such as: resident bays, business 
bays, pay and display bays on 
yellow lines.
To apply they will need: details of 
the business, such as name and 
address, reason for the waiver, 
location of the waiver – where the 
work is being carried out, vehicle 
details, such as registration 

number, make and model, 
address for the permit to be sent 
to, if that is different from the 
business address, the period the 
waiver should cover, documents 
confirming the works being 
carried out, such as a plan or 
invoice and a contact number for 
a member of staff to call and take 
payment.
The cost per parking space per day:
•	 1 - 7 days £50
•	 8 - 14 days £100
•	 15 days and above £150

London 
Councils Lobby 
for Powers to 
Tackle Speeding     
London Councils, who represent 
all of London’s local authorities, 
have recently lobbied the 
Government to give Councils 
the power to enforce and issue 
penalties through civil powers, 
for speeding off ences in roads 
with limits of 30mph or lower. 
In addition, Councils also want 
the right to run their own speed 
awareness courses.

Cllr Claire Holland, Chair of 
London Councils’ Transport 
Committee, has said that “police 
enforcement is inadequately 
resourced and severely limits the 
ability of authorities to protect 
their residents from the negative 
safety impacts of poor speed 
compliance.”
We will keep you updated if we 
hear of any further news on this
subject.

Motorised 
Scooters and 
the Law        
Local Councillors are regularly 
questioned about the current 
trend for using motorised 
scooters, and whether the 
local authority has any powers 
if they are used illegally. We 
asked Havering Council’s 
Neighbourhoods Department for 
their advice, a summary of which 
is given below:
“Th e use of e-scooters in 
public open space is illegal 
and enforceable by the Police. 
Incidents of anti-social behaviour 
should be reported to the Police 

via 101 (or 999 in an 
emergency).
Th e Highway Code states 
that they must not ride on 
a pavement intended just 
for pedestrians. Th e off ence 
of riding on a pavement 
is punishable by a fi xed 
penalty notice of £30. 
However, such a penalty 
is only enforceable by the 
Police and not by Council 
offi  cers.
A personally owned 
e-scooter in the UK can 
be legally ridden on 
private land only, with the 
landowner’s permission. 
Due to e-scooters being 
classifi ed as “powered 
transporters”, they are 
covered by the same 
legislation as motor 
vehicles and therefore 
would need to be insured, 
registered with the DVLA and 
taxed.
Residents can report via the 
Council switchboard or emai 
ASBHavering@havering.gov.
uk .Th is will be picked up and 
tasked to the appropriate team to 
respond.”
