Temporary 
Experimental Traffic 
Scheme -  
Minster Way          
In mid-June, a temporary experimental traffic 
scheme in Minster Way, Hornchurch went live 
and the following restrictions were applied: 

•	 No left turn from Wingletye Lane into 
Minster Way when traveling from the 
direction of the A127.

•	 No right turn out of Minster Way into 
Wingletye Lane.

•	 No driving across Wingletye Lane from 
Minster Way into Maywin Drive.

Enforcement cameras are in place and 
motorists failing to observe the restrictions 
issued with a penalty charge notice.

The experimental scheme will last for 
a minimum of 6 and a maximum of 18 
months from the 21 June 2021.  After that 
time the Council will either need to remove 
the restrictions or make them permanent.

Proposed Lower 
Thames Crossing 
– Request for 
Extension of 
Consultation Period
In August, Upminster and Cranham 
Residents’ Association Councillors 
contacted Highways England to 
request an extension to the recent 
consultation period for the new 
Lower Th ames Crossing. Th is was 
because the consultation, which 
ended on 8th  September 2021, 
was held during most of the school 
holiday period, when many people 
may have been away and unable 
to review the extremely long set of 
documents.  However, Highways 
England declined to extend the 
consultation, giving a response 
which is partly shown below.
‘In developing our consultation 
programme we recognised 
the challenges of holding a 
consultation over the summer 
months as you identifi ed. Th is 
is why, following local authority 
feedback, we extended the public 
consultation from six weeks to eight 
weeks (well above the prescribed 
28-day period). Together with 
the three previous consultations, 

the LTC is now one of the most 
consulted road projects in the UK.
Following the consultation, we will 
of course continue to engage with 
local residents and stakeholders 
such as yourself as we review the 
feedback received.’

Parking Meter 
Fiasco     
My Council colleagues and I have 
been pursuing the Council over 
the ongoing problem of parking 
machines being out of action 
and sadly several residents have 
been issued with Penalty Charge 
Notices.  Please see below a reply I 
have received from the Council.

"Dear Councillor Hawthorn,
Thank you for your enquiry in 
relation to parking meters not 
working efficiently and drivers 
being issued with a Penalty Charge 
Notice.
It is not normal practice if a 
pay and display machine is not 
working that a Civil Enforcement 
Officer should issue a Penalty 
Charge Notice. Please be aware 
that if a machine is not working 
that we are unable to repair when 
inspected, then it will be bagged 
with signage on the machine to 
state that it is not operational and 
free to park until the machine is 
repaired.
Where a resident finds a machine 
un-operational they should report 
this, numbers are displayed on the 

machine to report a non-working 
machine.  We can then arrange 
to have the machine bagged with 
signage, once inspected by a car 
parks officer, we are not always 
able to identify immediately if a 
machine has been vandalised.
Residents should challenge any 
Penalty Charge Notices should they 
believe that they have been issued 
unfairly."
I do have a concern that not 
everyone has a "mobile phone" 
with them.

Black History 
Month
October is Black History Month, 
with the intention of, regardless of 
race, recognising the contribution 
and achievements of those with 
African or Caribbean heritage, as 
well as learning about the effects 
of racism and how to combat it. 
Last year forced many people 
to realise the reality of ongoing 
racism with the pandemic killing 
Black people disproportionately,

Dormant 
Assets Scheme 
expansion 
proposal 
Since 2008, the government 
authorised Dormant Assets 
Scheme has enabled participating 
banks and building societies 
to redistribute money held in 
accounts that have remained 
unused for over 15 years and 
the account holder cannot be 
traced. Th e money is given to 
charities and other social and 
environmental initiatives.
For several years the government 
has been consulting with the 

fi nancial industry to expand 
the scheme and have come up 
with the following proposals for 
additional dormant assets that 
could be included:
- Proceeds of life insurance and 

retirement income policies
- Shares or units in collective 

investments
- Certain investment asset 

distributions and proceeds
- Shares and distributions 

from shares in public limited 
companies

- Proceeds from corporate 
actions

Th e government remains 
committed to maintaining the 
three principles of the scheme 
should it be expanded:
- Th e industry’s fi rst priority is to 

reunite owners with their assets
- Owners are able, at any point, 

to reclaim the full amount 
owed to them

- Th e scheme is voluntary 
for the participant fi nancial 
organisations involved

Th e government have indicated 
that they will bring legislation 
forward to expand the scheme
