Havering College - Ardleigh Green   
We refer to previous Bulletin articles regarding the planning application for “the erection of 
2/3 storey 87 bedroom and suites care home for the elderly, with ancillary and communal 
accommodation with landscaping, car and cycle parking” on land off Nelmes Way on the college 
site.  This was discussed at the Strategic Planning Committee last month.  Local Councillor Bob 
Perry who is active in the Havering Residents Association, attended the meeting to support 
our Emerson Park Residents’ team who have been active on behalf of the community on this 
planning application.  Please see below a number of the objections that were received by the 
Council:

•	 The size of the proposed development will dominate the street view and impact negatively on 
the character of Nelmes Way.

•	 The proposal is out of character. This is a residential area and cannot cope with a large care 
home facility.

•	 Concerns about the level traffic to be generated as a result.

•	 Insufficient parking facilities (only 46 spaces are planned).

•	 A three-storey building that can accommodate 87 bedrooms will be impossible to screen 
sufficiently and will cause issues with privacy in overlooked rooms.

•	 It is believed that the original traffic monitoring survey at the site was carried out during 
lockdown when no one was out and the college was closed. This does not reflect normal 
traffic levels. Parking and traffic in this section of Nelmes Way is already very busy when 
the college is open and this will be made worse by the number of employees and visitors 
generated by such a large facility.

•	 Both Nelmes Way and Platford Green would be adversely affected by this development with 
increased traffic from staff and relatives visiting residents.

•	 This is in a residential area that already suffers from terrible traffic with all the visitors and 
parents parking along Tyle Green to pick up children from Nelmes School and Campion 
School. A care home will only mean more traffic and more people and residents do not want 
to live in such a busy area.

•	 The building’s excessive depth and height, would result in an unsatisfactory relationship 
between building blocks leading to loss of outlook.

•	 This is an overdevelopment of the site.  

•	 More trees should be planted instead.

The ‘Luck Estate’ or commonly known as the duck pond estate comprising of Newman’s Close, 
Platford Green, Tyle Green, Wakerfield Close, Peacock Close, Brindles, Russets, Acre View, 
Garland Way have only one entry in and off the estate onto Nelmes Way.   

The four Conservative Councillors on the Committee voted for permission, clearly ignoring local 
views.

In mid-September I had the 
pleasure of joining fellow cyclists 
on the ‘Let Havering Cycle! Protest 
Ride’ from Harrow Lodge Park 
to the Town Hall. Th e ride was a 
follow-up to last year’s protest, 
when a petition calling for the 
Council to take action to improve 
cycling facilities in the borough 
was presented to the Leader of the 
Council.

Hibernating 
your tortoise 
this year?            
Th is has been a strange year 
not just for us humans coping 
with a pandemic but also 
for our tortoises coping with 

bizarre weather conditions. Th is 
summer is supposed to have 
been the warmest on record, but 
it doesn’t feel that way to me. 
Short heatwaves interspersed 
with cooler, wet weather have 
meant that tortoises kept outside 
may have eaten only sporadically 
throughout the season. Many 
female tortoises have laid eggs or 
become eggbound this year, some 
despite never having laid before or 
for many years. Others have poor 
appetites and are not thriving. If 
you are considering hibernating 
your tortoise this year, try to check 
on it periodically. Provided it stays 
cool you will not wake it. Check 
for response to touch, for signs 
of urination or any discharges 
from the nose or mouth. If you are 
uncertain about your tortoise’s 
health during hibernation, then 
bring it out artifi cially by placing 
under a heat lamp and giving 
warm baths. Once awake tortoises 
should never be allowed to go 
back into hibernation until the 
following autumn. For advice on

‘Th ank you for your enquiry 
regarding builders obscuring 
vehicle number plates to avoid a 
Penalty Charge Notice being issued. 
It has been confi rmed that Civil 
Enforcement Offi  cers are allowed to 
remove anything that is obscuring 
a vehicle’s registration number and 
issue a Penalty Charge Notice, as 
long as this will not cause damage 
to the vehicle, and then replace it 
once a Penalty Charge Notice has 
been issued. Please note this is also 
a criminal off ence and the Police 
should be notifi ed.
